Discipline, Example, Praise, and Prayer

Discipline With Love — Not Anger 
As parents, we are called to discipline our children, but never out of uncontrolled anger 
or abuse. God corrects and disciplines His children because He loves us, not because 
He wants to harm us. 

Hebrews 12:6 
“For whom the Lord loves He disciplines…” 

There is a difference between discipline and punishment driven by rage. Parents 
should never shake a baby or child in anger. It is never right to strike a child in the face 
or cause injury that leaves lasting damage. Necessary discipline may bring temporary 
discomfort, but it should always be done with patience, wisdom, and love. 

Ephesians 6:4 
“Fathers, do not provoke your children to anger, but bring them up in the discipline and 
instruction of the Lord.” 

Discipline should teach—not tear down. Correct them, guide them, and help shape their 
hearts toward God. 

Be the Example They Follow 
Children notice far more than we realize. They watch how we speak, react, worship, 
forgive, and treat other people. Parents who practice what they preach will earn 
respect far quicker than parents who only give commands. 

If we want our children to love God, pray, serve, and live faithfully, they need to see it 
lived out in us first. 

Proverbs 22:6 
“Train up a child in the way he should go, and when he is old he will not depart from it.” 

Your life is teaching your children every single day—even when you are not speaking. 

 
Praise Good Behavior 
Too many children only hear from parents when they do something wrong. 
Encouragement matters. Praise matters. Let your children know when they do right. 

A child who is encouraged and loved will often respond better than one constantly torn 
down with criticism. 

Colossians 3:21 
“Fathers, do not embitter your children, or they will become discouraged.” 

Build them up. Encourage growth. Celebrate obedience, kindness, honesty, and 
faithfulness. Loving words can shape a child’s confidence and future.  



Pray for Your Children 
One of the greatest things a parent can do is pray faithfully for their children. Pray for 
their faith, wisdom, protection, and future. Pray that they will love the Lord and stay 
grounded in truth even when the world pulls against them. 

The power of a praying parent can change the direction of a child’s life. 

James 5:16 
“The effective prayer of a righteous man can accomplish much.” 

Never underestimate what God can do through a praying mother or father. 

 

Final Thought 
Godly parenting is not about perfection. It is about consistency, love, patience, 
discipline, example, encouragement, and prayer. Our children do not need perfect 
parents—they need parents who genuinely seek to follow Christ and lead their homes 
with grace and truth.
